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In Taiwan, walking is neither safe nor fun. The poor walking environment not only reduces people's willingness to
walk, but also has a low willingness to take public transportation. People are used to this situation because they have
less chance to experience and compare. Pedestrian right means that good walking environments should be attached
great importance to the development. This is not only because environmental protection and carbon reduction are
the world trend, but also because Taiwan’ s pedestrian death rate is the second highest. Those are the reason why we
want to speak for this important but unfamiliar issue.
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In Taiwan, walking is like a hurdle race. Before
we talked about pedestrian right, we made a
variety of themes of filter lenses. We used the
check-in culture to encourage people in
re-examining the environment in the form of
hurdle races, magazine covers, violation tickets
and catalogues. There are irony and ideal
scenes, combining with a highly interactive
three-dimensional = structure to focus on
Taiwan's unique traffic culture and chaos, and
to truly analyzes Taiwan's walking predicament
from the point of view. We hope to provide a
lively perspective to take everyone to know the
pedestrian right.
