The Paper Capsule was characterized with
a stable, foldable, easy to carry and convenient to use structure as well as aesthetic design and humanistic care.
Through the Paper Capsule and its special design, the homeless would feel the warmth and caring of the
community and the installation of these units would provide a sense of security. This is what the Homey Project
Team hopes to achieve.
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The interior dimensions of the Paper Capsule are 190cm
(length) x 100cm (width), enough to accommodate an adult
male. The design of the Paper Capsule was inspired by the
shell of the hermit crab, which folds in a manner similar to
that of a children's pop-up story book. The Paper Capsule
weighs about 3 kilograms. It is convenient to carry, easy
to expand and fold and usable even for the more elderly

among the homeless. Effective isolation of mosquitoes and
ventilation were achieved by opening the screen window
above.
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Paper Capsules will be placed at specially designated Paper Capsule Stations situated in
public areas, where homelessness is most common, such as underpasses and train stations.
At night, homeless people may help themselves to a capsule and return it to its place the
next morning. This solution preserves the self-respect of the homeless, while at the same
time eliminating the need for carrying another cumbersome item.
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
